Role of Advocacy

 John Kemmis recently retired as Chief Executive of “Voice”: a children’s rights and advocacy voluntary organisation in the U.K. Voice provides a national helpline and advocacy service for children looked after by the state- foster homes, children’s homes, institutes for children with disabilities or mental health issues and prisons. 

 John Kemmis is a qualified Social Worker and Child Care Specialist. He has managed social care services in London for the local authority before moving to the charity and voluntary sector. He established advocacy for children in care and in prisons in the UK. He lobbied for and won a legal right for children in care of the state to have the right to an advocate. His charity, Voice, set up a major project in England to write a blueprint for Child-Centred Care published in 2004, “Start with the Child: Stay with the Child”. To follow up the recommendations he set up and chaired the Alliance for Child-Centred Care, which includes all the major national children’s charities in the UK, until January 2012. 

 His previous experience included responsibility for child protection services, fostering and adoption services as well as a range of services for children and families as well as adults. 

 He hopes the workshop can explore the experience of Child Care in Sri Lanka and the UK. He will share his experience of developing services to give children a voice and influence national government to give children a right to advocacy.
